I believe providing an easy to read and follow along interface for users to find, read, and 
follow along recipes will result in users being able to get their cooking goals 
accomplished with ease.

MVP Objective
Paprika will allow users to easily meal plan for themselves or with other household 
users. This will be accomplished with recipes that are fun and easy to follow along 
through written, photo, and video instructions. With continued use users will not only 
create great meal planning habits but they will also gain new cooking skills, techniques 
and confidence in the kitchen.

Why Paprika?
Every week my fiancé and I run into the same issue, what’s on the menu for the week?
